Standard Plumbing Code

604.8 Water pressure reducing valve or regulator.  Where water pressure within a building exceeds 80 psi (552 kPa) static, an approved water pressure reducing valve conforming to ASSE 1003 with strainer shall be installed to reduce the pressure in the building water distribution piping to 80 psi (552 kPa) static or less.  Exceptions to this requirement are service lines to sill cocks and outside hydrants, and mail supply risers where pressure from the mains is reduced to 80 psi (552kPa) or les at individual fixtures.

604.8.3 Location.  Pressure reducing valves and regulators, where provided, shall be located as follows:

· In houses with a crawl space, in a box with opening flush on grade, located in the front yard near the foundation wall, or in the crawl space near the location where the water line enters the crawl space

· In houses with basements, in the basements.

· In slab-on-grade and elevated slab houses, in a box with opening flush on grade, located in the front yard near the foundation wall

· In nonresidential applications, as approved by the Water and Wastewater Board of the City of Madison

604.8.4 Bypassing.  A separate service line may be      

         extended from a point downstream of the meter but   

         upstream of the pressure regulator valve in order    

         to provide an unregulated supply of water to 

         exterior fixtures.
